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This first 12-week course aims to provide students with a foundational
understanding of key legal concepts, serving as a solid basis for
further legal studies. The course covers the following topics: Basic
Meaning of Law, Sources and Types of Law, Legal Validity and
Application, Legal Interpretation and Sanctions, Fundamental Legal
Fields whereas Constitution of the Republic of China (Taiwan)
Covering topics such as constitutional structure, fundamental
constitutional theories, separation of powers and checks and balances,
government organization, and fundamental rights of the people.

The final 6-week course of English focuses on enhancing students'
understanding of English grammar structures and vocabulary. The
course includes practice in the following areas: Vocabulary
acquisition and application, Cloze tests, Reading comprehension,
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Sentence analysis. Through systematic training, students will improve

their reading and test-taking skills in English,

laying a solid

foundation for understanding legal texts and materials in English.
