need to pass the final exam and get a passing grade.
7.Students must complete the required and elective credits prescribed by the institute and reach the minimum number of credits for graduation (including the thesis). All required courses must be
taken within the institute, while other courses may be taken as electives from other institutes. However, courses taken outside the institute are limited to two courses (6 credits) in total; any credits

exceeding this limit will not be counted toward the minimum credits required for graduation.
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
