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1. Students should complete their studies in accordance with the study regulations of the Institute of Master Program.Graduate courses offered by the
student's chosen department may be accepted as elective credits of Master Program. It must meet course selection instructions Course selection
instructions of Nanhua University.
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2. According to school regulations, master students are allowed to select the courses of in-service master's program per semester as the upper limit,
and in-service master students are allowed to selet the classes of master program, either. These classes are accepted as elective credits of Master
Program.
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3.The course ‘“Research Method of Humanities” of Master of Arts in Life-and-Death Studies is accepted as elective credits of Master Program.
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4.Students must complete the basic credits in this group, including at least three credits in Chinese philosophy, at least three credits in Western
philosophy, and at least three credits in life education, and the rest can choose other course of Master of Arts in Life-and-Death Studies.
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5.Before applying for degree examination, students need to take the academic ethics education course on the Center for Taiwan Academic Research
Ethics Education online platform. In addition, they need to pass the final exam and get a passing grade.
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6.“Research Method of Humanities”is a compulsory course for students in this group. Therefore, when writing academic papers in qualitative research
or quantitative research, students can sellect coureses of Master of Arts in Life-and-Death Studies.
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7.The department can adjust elective courses due tounresistible factors without affecting the rights of students.
