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Applicable to new graduate students admitted to the Master's Program in the 2025-2026 academic year
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Graduate students must complete at least 30 credits before graduation, including:
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Graduate students in the MA in-service program are required to complete the "Academic Ethics Education™ course via the
Center for Taiwan Academic Research Ethics Education online platform before applying for the degree examination, and pass
the final assessment with a score that meets the passing criteria.
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Graduate students in the MA in-service program are required to meet the graduation requirements according to the academic
schedule. Elective credits offered by the Institute's MA in-service program, the MA program, and College of Humanities'
Digital Learning In-Service Master’s Program in Humanistic Buddhism may all be counted toward graduation credits.
However, cross-program course enrollment should be based on the principle of three courses or nine credits per semester, and
the total credits earned from cross-program enrollment must not exceed half of the total graduation credits required by the
original program. Distance-learning credits counted toward graduation must not exceed one-third of the total required
graduation credits.
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Graduate students in the MA in-service program are required to complete their thesis research and degree examination within
the prescribed study period and fulfill all graduation requirements in order to be conferred the degree.
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The department may adjust the semester in which elective courses are offered based on faculty availability or force majeure
circumstances, provided that the course enrollment rights of graduate students in the MA in-service program are not affected.
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
