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The 10-week Legal Knowledge course introduces fundamental concepts
of law, providing students enrolled in the Introduction to Law with a basic
understanding of key legal principles. The content covers the meaning of
law, sources of law, types of law, legal validity, interpretation and
application of law, legal sanctions, an overview of major legal fields, as
well as the Constitution of the Republic of China, including its
constitutional structure, fundamental constitutional theories, separation of
powers and checks and balances, government organization, and citizens’
fundamental rights.

The English component spans four weeks and focuses on clarifying
grammatical structures, supplemented by vocabulary acquisition. Students
engage in exercises designed to strengthen vocabulary, complete-the-blank
questions, reading comprehension, and sentence interpretation skills.
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This course bridges the foundational legal studies from the first
semester of the sophomore year and is specifically designed for
students aspiring to public service. The core focus is on cultivating
professional skills in the digital age, including Al collaboration,
digital and field investigations, digital public opinion analysis, and
audiovisual production. Students will be guided to precisely translate

legal awareness and public policy participation issues into visual
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texts with profound media literacy. The goal is to evaluate social

media trends, enhance the quality of public policy proposals, expand
the influence of civic participation, and foster the digital civic action
capabilities of modern public servants.
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This course is a core foundational subject in legal studies, aiming to
guide students in establishing a holistic view of China's civil and
criminal law system. Through the construction of a theoretical
framework and the analysis of practical cases, it cultivates students'
ability to analyze problems and resolve disputes from a legal
perspective, laying a solid foundation for advanced legal courses.
Course Features: Connection between Theory and Practice

This course goes beyond memorizing legal provisions, emphasizing
the interweaving of "law, reason, and emotion™ in judicial practice:
1.Selected Judgments: Incorporating insights from important
Supreme Court rulings.
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2. Constitutional Perspective: Combining Constitutional Court
rulings (formerly Grand Justices' interpretations) to understand the
value guidance of fundamental rights in civil and criminal law.
3. Case Analysis: Applying abstract legal principles to concrete facts
through real-world cases, enhancing legal literacy.
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With the progress and development of democratic civilization,
national education goals are increasingly focused on cultivating
citizens' competence in policy participation and the spirit of the rule
of law. The spirit of the rule of law, with human rights protection at
its core, emphasizes rational and critical thinking. It demonstrates
citizens' competence and competence in understanding and
respecting the law, and their willingness to abide by it, through the
legitimate formulation and implementation of government policies
and the support and compliance of the people.

This course will address the relevant knowledge and skills required
for citizen participation in policy action in the digital age. It will
provide students with the legal foundation, policy knowledge, and
relevant digital media skills and competence required for citizen
participation in discussions on public affairs and policy issues using
digital media. To enable students to effectively learn citizen
participation skills and demonstrate proactive civic competence and
action, this course plans to explore, through the practical operation
of the National Development Council's "Public Policy Online
Participation Platform," how citizens can participate in the policy-
making process through diverse information provided by the media
when government agencies are solving public problems or meeting
public needs. This includes effectively discussing proposals,
devising feasible solutions, analyzing their potential impact and
development, and ultimately gaining consensus and support from the
majority of the public, as well as a response and adoption by the
government.
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
