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This course focuses on the structural understanding of the human
figure through the study of anatomy, morphology, and observational
drawing. Integrating sketch practice with analytical drawing, students
develop the ability to observe proportions, skeletal structure, and
muscular form. Through systematic exercises and live sketching, the
course strengthens spatial awareness, hand—eye coordination, and
dynamic figure representation, providing a solid foundation for
advanced figurative and cross-disciplinary visual practices.
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This course focuses on observing and representing sequential human
movement through gesture drawing. Students will learn to capture
motion, weight shifts, rhythm, and continuity in dynamic poses. The
course covers line of action analysis, balance and center of gravity,
timing and rhythm, exaggeration and simplification techniques, and
sequential composition strategies. Through live model sessions,
motion analysis, and on-site observation, students will develop quick
visual response skills and drawing abilities.
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This course focuses on on-site observation and watercolor sketching
as a means of visual documentation and artistic expression. Students
will develop skills in rapid composition, color judgment, spatial
interpretation, and atmospheric rendering. The curriculum includes
perspective fundamentals, light and shadow analysis, color harmony,
compositional rhythm, and selective simplification of complex
scenes. Through campus sketching sessions and urban field practice,
students will cultivate real-time visual translation skills and personal
artistic expression in urban sketching.
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Course Outline

This course focuses on creative product development and market-
based merchandising practices. Students will learn how to transform
artistic creations into marketable products through branding,
packaging design, pricing strategies, and on-site customer
engagement. The curriculum integrates market research, product
prototyping, brand identity development, and real market simulations.
By participating in simulated or actual creative markets, students gain
hands-on experience in connecting creativity with industry practice.
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
