The course "Living Chinese™ is designed around real-life scenarios
such as shopping, medical care, dining, and travel. Through
classroom instruction, scenario-based dialogue practice, and task-
oriented learning, students will master Chinese expressions related
to these situations and improve their language application skills.
The course content covers various aspects of daily life, and task
design encourages students to actively use Chinese both in and
outside the classroom to enhance their language practice ability.
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This course teaches Taiwanese culture via videos and songs. In this
class, teacher will select appropriate videos or songs according to
different topics. After watching, listening and lecturing, students will
be assigned into group discussion for letting them understand more
about Taiwanese Culture and Chinese tradition.
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This course uses themes and practicalities as the starting point to
explore Taiwan's humanities and life through different short text
teaching materials. Through the reading and discussion of articles on
different topics, in addition to improving students' Chinese language
skills, it also allows students to understand Taiwan better, fall in
love with this land, and smoothly integrate into Taiwanese life.
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A Az it |Based on functionality, topicality and practicality, this course aims to
Course Outline |discuss the tourism environment, cultural and historical
characteristics of Taiwan and delicious snacks with local flavor by
introducing and guiding various sightseeing spots in different regions
(e.g., historical site, old street, temple). Meanwhile, some
suggestions or solutions are given for the difficulties that foreign
tourists may encounter when traveling in Taiwan. Finally, train
students to plan and arrange relevant activities.
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This course aims to teach and discuss different topics and issues. It is
based on one article every two weeks and allows students to explore
various types of topics and articles. What the instructor and students
will do is discuss the related issues together. That is, they read, think,
talk, and respond to others' ideas. Students gain appreciation and
creative methods in their reading stuff and have a deep reflection and
comprehension of social issues in Taiwan.
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This course will introduce culture and travel activities to guide
students’ thinking from how foreigners perspectives to see the
cultures in Taiwan. During class, students can compare the cultural
differences between Taiwanese culture and other countries from the
sharing of students’ home country cultures and the life experiences in
Taiwan. By understanding the cultural differences between different
countries, students can learn how to respect different cultures from
other countries, reduce the conflicts caused by cultural differences,
and narrow the distance between students of different countries.
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
